Try this exercise to remember the creator inside of you:

1.

Get a box of crayons (any size, but I like the huge one with all the colors), and some
blank paper, bigger the better.

Find a quiet place where you won’t be bothered for at least 15 minutes, 30 if you can.

Close your eyes and open the box of crayons right under your nose. Let your mind go
back to the places the smell takes you. Sit with those thoughts for a minute and let them
pop up in you. No matter what they are, bad or good, let them come.

Begin to search for moments that you felt ok about your creativity. When you could
color and draw whatever you wanted and be happy with your pictures. Zero in on one of
those moments and really feel it. Rehearse it in your mind.

Remember as much as you can about that moment. Where you were, who else was there,
what you were wearing. start pulling the crayons with colors you remember. Look at the
names of the crayons and say them out loud. They are kinda like old friends.

Take the crayons and start coloring the paper in front of you. No fair using coloring
books, just blank pages for you to be the creator.

When you hear the words, “Oh my gosh. I am the worst at this.” or “I can’t draw.” or “I
don’t know what to do.” or “I am just not creative.” Please, please, please don’t listen.
Find that memory and go with it. Just start putting color on the paper.

Your mind will try to stop you and tell you how stupid this is. What if it is stupid? What
if nothing happens but you have a page of colors that form a stupid picture? So what.

Finish your picture and hang it on the wall. Look at it and remember how your felt when
you were letting that creator out with no judgment.

Let this exercise remind you that we all come here with that piece of God in you. Creativity.
We have it, it’s in there, remember it. I know you have felt it before, get back in touch.
